The articulation agreement (partnership) permits LCC students to transfer up to 80 credits to WMU.  Completion of the courses will satisfy requirements for the Associate of Arts degree in Liberal Arts at LCC with MACRAO endorsement.    





Elementary Education students complete concentrations in language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies.  In addition, students must minor in at least two of these subjects by completing additional coursework (usually two courses).
