EMT Academy option is available to students.

Option 1 - EMT Academy

This option allows students to complete all Basic EMT courses in their first semester. Academy
courses are offered in the morning during fall semester and again during spring semester.
Students must complete EMTA101 and EMTA102 with a 3.0 minimum grade to continue in the
sequence.
