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This certificate program prepares an individual as a Basic Emergency Medical Technician (EMT). 
Basic EMTs perform immediate basic emergency care in medical and traumatic emergencies. 
Basic EMTs staff ambulances and are employed in hospitals.  State licensing is required. Basic 
EMT courses are approved by the Michigan Department of Consumer and Industry Services. An 
EMT Academy option is available to students.
