Lansing Community College – Student Semester Parking Card Disclosure Statement

Please read this Disclosure Statement prior to signing and using your Student Semester Parking Card.  This Disclosure Statement describes and governs the use of the Student Semester Parking Card.  The storing of value on the Student Semester Parking Card is offered as a convenience and service for purchasing certain services or merchandise from Lansing Community College’s facilities and contracted merchants that are set up to receive Student Semester Parking Card transactions.
1)  To receive a card, a person must present a valid drivers' license, passport, or other acceptable form of picture identification, and be a valid Lansing Community College student, employee, or other authorized individual. The first card is provided free.

2)  This card is only available for purchase one week prior to the semester start and two weeks after the semester start. The student may not purchase this card before or after the allotted time period.

3)  The card must be used in the authorized parking structure (Gannon Ramp, 600 Block of North Grand Avenue) on Lansing Community College campus. The rights and privileges associated with the card are non refundable, non-transferable, and are revocable at the discretion of Lansing Community College. 

4)  The Student Semester Parking Card does not guarantee a parking space in any authorized parking structures. 

5)  Continued availability of services from Lansing Community College is dependent upon the cardholder remaining an active student.  Upon the cardholder becoming inactive, the Parking & ID Services office will deactivate the card.  If a cardholder remains an active student where upon if a new Student Semester Parking Card is purchased; Parking & ID Services will reactivate the card in person.

5)  Lansing Community College shall not be responsible for refusal to accept or honor a Student Semester Parking Card by any participating Lansing Community College facility, office, or contracted merchant under circumstances beyond the control of Lansing Community College, including but not limited to (i) inappropriate use of the Student Semester Parking Card during any time of the semester, (ii) equipment being used by the facility that may not function properly resulting in capture of the Student Semester Parking Card, (iii) the subject Student Semester Parking Card has been temporarily or permanently deactivated pursuant to this Disclosure Statement.

6)  Lost or stolen cards must be reported immediately to the Parking & ID Services Office at 483-1798 (7:00am to 7:00pm - Monday through Thursday, 7:00am to 5:30pm - Friday) or Police & Public Safety at 483-1800 (open 24 hours a day),  to minimize unauthorized use of the Student Semester Parking Card.  “Unauthorized use” means the use of the Student Semester Parking Card to use the explicit services provided by the Student Semester Parking Card by a person other that the cardholder to whom the Student Semester Parking Card was issued, who does not have actual, implied, or apparent authority for such use and from which the cardholder received no benefit.  If the cardholder permits someone to use a Student Semester Parking Card, or provides them access to the Student Semester Parking Card, Lansing Community College will treat such use as having been authorized.  Once the Parking & ID Services Office or Police & Public Safety has been notified, the Student Semester Parking Card may be deactivated, disallowing further transactions with that Student Semester Parking Card.  The cardholder will be responsible for any unauthorized use of the Student Semester Parking Card resulting from the loss or theft of the Student Semester Parking Card, prior to notification and subsequent suspension of the Student Semester Parking Card activity.

7)  If a card is lost or stolen, a new card may be purchased for the original price of $300 for Fall or Spring semesters, and $150 for Summer semester, no matter when the original card was lost or stolen. All prices are subject to change by Lansing Community College. 

8)  Damaged cards are subject to a $15 re-issue charge. The damaged card must be surrendered to Parking & ID Services in order to receive the replacement card.
9)  No value can be added to the Student Semester Parking Card.
10)  There are no refunds for the purchase value of the Student Semester Parking Card.
11)  Cards may not be used for illegal or fraudulent purposes, by unauthorized individuals, for unauthorized services, or altered to access facilities and/or services for which the cardholder is not authorized.  Cardholders who violate provisions of the Student Semester Parking Card disclosure statement may be subject to disciplinary actions or prosecution, and the card will be confiscated.

Lansing Community College may, in its sole discretion, modify any term or part of this Disclosure Statement by written notification through e-mail, regular mail, or other reasonable means, at least ten (10) days prior to the modification taking effect.  Use of the Student Semester Parking Card subsequent to the effective date of the modification will be deemed to be an agreement by the cardholder to the terms and conditions of the modification to this Disclosure Statement.

By signing, the cardholder agrees to the above Student Parking Pass Disclosure Statement provisions.
